Legislative Project/Activities

1. Purpose of  Legislative Project: 

     The purpose is to learn about South Dakota and meet several state standards

Pre-activities 

· Study of communities of South Dakota by locating the cities of adopted legislators

· Study of counties of South Dakota by looking at the districts and counties represented by adopted legislators.

· Study of county seats of South Dakota by using a map showing the counties and county seats when locating districts.

· Study of population of South Dakota by looking at how many counties make up a district.  Each district represents approx. 20,000 people.

· Study of population of cities (three largest communities) in South Dakota by looking at the multi-districts of Sioux Falls, Rapid City, and Aberdeen (Goal 2, Ind. 1, Stand. 5)

· Study of careers in South Dakota by looking at the occupations of the legislators and where the legislators are geographically located. (Goal 2, Ind. 2, Stand. 1)

· Study of the history of South Dakota's government by looking at the first Territorial Legislature (Goal 1, Ind. 2, Stand. 1)

· Study of South Dakota state symbols (are all state laws) Goal 3, Ind. 3, Stand. 2
· Study of citizenship (Goal 3, Ind. 3, Stand. 1)

· Analyze issues of concern in South Dakota, including water issues, farming and ranching issues, Indian and Non-Indian relationships; and urban/rural population changes. (Goal 1, Ind. 1, Stand. 3)

· Identify how government pay for the goods and services it provides (taxing and borrowing) Goal 4, Ind. 1, Stand. 1

· Look at factors that affect economic systems, such as family finance, drought, and tourism (Goal 4, Ind. 3, Stand. 1)
Additional Activities:

Bills introduced will cover such areas as

· Fishing:  The study of the lakes and rivers of South Dakota
· Hunting:  The study of the geography of South Dakota and where one might find certain animals.  This would include elevation of South Dakota (Goal 2, Ind. 1, Stand. 5)

· Recreation:  The state and national parks in South Dakota

· Transportation:  State and interstate highways, road maps, mileage tables, time zones, land use (Goal 2, Ind. 1, stand. 3)
· Property:  This can lead into reservations
