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“The winning South Dakota quarter design is ‘framed by two single heads of wheat, with a Chinese ring-necked pheasant featured in the foreground and  Mount Rushmore National Memorial in the background.’ With 65,766 votes winning 38.30% of the vote, the people’s choice for South Dakota Quarter is Quarter number 5, the Mount Rushmore and Pheasant design.”

“A close second in the contest was the Mount Rushmore – American Bison design, carrying 49,203 votes at 28.66%.  Both of these designs did an excellent job of combining various elements of South Dakota’s heritage, as evident from their strong popularity in the contest.  Either design does an excellent job at promoting our life, and our history.”
The Governor noted that the other quarters were not without their supporters.  “Mount Rushmore standing alone framed by wheat was a not so distant third in the contest with 30,480 votes (17.75%).  This was followed by the American Bison Quarter at 13,359 votes (7.78%) and the Chinese ring-necked Pheasant at 12,897 votes (7.51%).”
